Prior to this, Fionnuala studied with 
scholarships at the Birmingham Conservatoire, 
The Paris Conservatoire and the Franz Liszt 
Academy of Music in Budapest. A prolific award 
winner, her awards include the John Field Prize 
at the Dublin International Piano Competition, 
the prestigious Maura Tessier Bursary and the 
Rena Menasche Award at the Tel Hai Piano 
Festival, Israel.

Her debut CD The Ivory Lady was launched in 
January 2015. This CD is a classical-trad fusion 
CD and showcases Fionnuala’s love for both the 
classical and traditional music genres. In April 
2016 she recorded a recital of sonatas by Muzio

FM Radio. Her latest CD, ‘Melodies of Nations’, 
with oboist Sanja Romic, was released on the 
Hedone Label in June 2017.
